The workshop which is based on giant Celtic portraiture will focus on flesh
tones, Celtic pattern and texture. Ground work and composition will be pre
prepared. Students will learn how to compose colours, application
techniques and layering skills. Participants will be amazed at what they
create. Please bring a packed lunch. 
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Tote Bags and Tapestry - Edel Kelly

We will explore the pebble relief printing technique on cotton canvas tote
bags, all pre-made using sustainably sourced dead-stock fabrics.  

Participants will use prepared card templates to plan the layout of their stone 
designs before applying fabric paints directly onto the bags using rollers and 
paint-brushes. The workshop helps children experiment with shape, colour and 
composition using stones and pebbles from our natural environment.  
The print designs will feature the iconic standing stones known as Fionn 
McCool's five fingers. We will play around with form and colour to depict these 
famous structures.  

The primary objective of this workshop is to instill an understanding of the 
endless possibilities of fabric reuse and recycling and introduce young people 
to design techniques which elevate up-cycled products . 

CREATING TEXTILE ART PIECES USING RECYCLED MATERIALS 

We'll use the captivating myths of Cuilcagh Lakelands Geopark as inspiration to
make abstract textile wall-hangings featuring the legendary Lugh, his dog, and his
boat. 

Participants will arrange pre-cut fabric pieces in different colours to create their 
designs. We will explore basic appliqué techniques and participants can sew 
their pieces, using embroidery hoops. We will explore colour, form and texture 
through cutting, gluing, and appliqué.  
We'll use pre-prepared branches with hanging ropes to display the finished 
artworks. It's a hands-on experience where they'll learn about local myths and 
textile crafting while reusing materials creatively. Basic sewing techniques will 
be taught so this is suitable for complete beginners.  
This workshop is designed to engage and educate young individuals on the 
importance of reusing and repurposing clothing and textiles, ultimately diverting 
them from harmful landfill sites.

Exploring Creativity in the Footsteps of Lugh Children are invited to unleash

their imagination, embrace new 
experiences through activities that promote exploration, experimentation, 
and build creative confidence. 

The giant Lugh in Irish folklore was the possessor and inventor of all the 
arts and was a great King and leader. At the 2nd battle of Moytura, Lugh 
slayed his grandfather Balor. Balor had lifted his eye with the intention of 
poisoning all it would behold. Lugh slew his grandfather with a slingshot 
that he aimed into his ‘Evil Eye’. Lugh became the new King of the 
Tuatha De Danann. 
King Lugh Head-dress and sword- using a mix of materials including 
recycled and found natural materials the children will create a headdress 
fit for king and a small, bejewelled sword (from card). The children will be 
encouraged to take part in a short procession to display their work. 
Balor’s Evil Eye- using a mix of materials the children will create Balors’ 
evil eye! Collage is a creative and sustainable activity as it teaches 
children about recycling and reusing materials in a creative way. Collage 
art allows children to explore texture, colour, shape and design without 
the need to rely on drawing ability.

A mindful haiku walk followed by a writing session with creative writing facilitator Bee Smith. Waterproof
outerwear, sturdy footwear recommended if weather uncertain.  

Bringing a little drama/history/art and poetry together – Workshop will make a poem/song/rap about the 
giants and fairies of Cuilcagh Lakeland and the Burren Park – the fairies live in the special plants only 
found in the Cavan Burren – (some special mosses, grasses and gentian blue flowers) and they are 
friends and guides to the rather silly but lovable giants!!! Will make placards to hold with fabulous faces 
of the giants and other life in the Burren from centuries ago - for a special parade with natural flora 
costumes/ flower crowns/found natural materials for artwork. 

Suncatcher is a window decoration to "catch" the sunlight and it acts like stained glass windows.
The sunlight shining through the bright colours in a frame will attract even more sun, joy and
happiness into your room. The participants will cover the pattern with the coloured tissue paper and
will decorate it with different types of decorations. They will bring home a great piece of art!
